Family (Feud) Food will give you practical ideas to help kids try 
new foods.  At the same time you will learn that some of the 
messages we send to our kids around food and eating may not be 
very helpful. The video will suggest better ways to encourage kids to 
eat well. 

It’s important to remember that food refusal is a common behaviour in 
young children and is a normal part of growing up. The Family (Feud) 
Food video recognises how frustrating this can be and explores the 
reasons why.  
The video will help parents to deal with food refusal. It describes the 
term “Sharing food tasks” which simply means knowing what is your 

responsibility as a parent and what is the responsibility of your child.  There are plenty of ways
